Please check your emails as every Friday a newsletter will be sent home via email, (not paper) detailing the activities 

that your child has been involved in throughout the week.

Please encourage your children to count at home. You can practise counting actual objects, or you could ask your child 

to close their eyes and count the number of claps that you do. This activity will also help to develop your child’s listening 

skills. Encourage your children to look at numbers in the environment, for example door numbers and numbers on the 

remote control. Try to draw your child’s attention to the shape of the numbers; do they have curved or straight lines?
