In Science, we will be exploring the life 
cycles of animals and plants while also 
looking at how we can classify and identify 
these kingdoms. We will also be learning 
about evolution and how certain 
characteristics are passed down from 
different generations. This will involve 
looking at fossils and what we can learn 
from them. 

 

The year starts with the children learning 

about the school’s mission statement. The 

first RE topic is Loving where we’ll learn 

about God’s unconditional love. The 

second topic is Vocation and Commitment 

where we’ll learn about the vocation of the 

priest. The topic before Christmas is 

Expectations. There will also be a week 

where we’ll explore Judaism. 

As we start our school year, we will be 

looking at our learning powers and 

exploring what a growth mind set 

means and how it can help us. 

Alongside this, we will be exploring 

South America and the Amazon 

Rainforest - learning about its structure 

and the great diversity of life within it. 

We’ll also be using rainforests as 

inspiration for music and art.
