Spanish definite articles (the):

There are different ways of translating the article ‘the’ in Spanish:
e el if the noun is masculine singular
e laif the noun is feminine singular
e los if the noun is masculine plural or las if the noun is feminine plural

Expressing an opinion in $panish:

When we express an opinion about fruit and veg, we need to use the noun in its
plural form, which means that we put ‘los / las’ before the noun and add an ‘s’ at
the end of the noun.
